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Ceremony of signing the Note of Joining to the Memoranda of Understanding by Czech Republic
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The National Representative of Czech Republic signed the Notes of Joining to the Memoranda of Understanding May 23, 2011 at NATO HUMINT Centre of Excellence, officially establishing the number of Sponsoring Nations to eight (Czech Republic, Hungary, Greece, Poland, Romania, Slovakia, Slovenia and Turkey).

The mission of the HUMINT COE is to develop products and services to improve standardisation related to HUMINT, contribute with HUMINT products and services to develop HUMINT concepts and doctrine, provide expertise on HUMINT, especially to actions in theatres of operations and to test and validate new HUMINT concepts.


HUMINT COE supports alliance forces with mobile teams in order to improve planning, organisation, and leadership in information collection activities and will test, validate, and implement new HUMINT concepts, techniques, tactics, and procedures resulting from lessons learned in operations.

COEs are funded nationally or multi-nationally and are consistent with NATO efforts. Working in concert with COEs provides opportunities for NATO and Partnership for Peace (PfP) leaders and units to improve interoperability and capabilities, test and develop doctrine, and validate concepts through experimentation.
